Quiz Competition Levels:

A/B open to any testing level. This is the most difficult level. The 4 highest placing participants will be invited to go to National Quiz in Nova Scotia, on October 8-11, 2010, Thanksgiving Weekend.

C open to testing level C2 and below. The 4 highest placing participants will be invited to go to National Quiz in Nova Scotia on Thanksgiving weekend.

D2 open to D2 and below.

D1 open to D1 and below. These will have the same questions as D2.

D open to D and below. These will have the same questions as the D1 and D2.

E OPEN open to E’s of any age. i.e., new members or those who have never tested.

E JUNIOR* open to E’s only who were born in 2000 or later (ie. Ten years of age or younger). This section will have fewer questions and will not be included in the point tally for overall club awards. 

*If these young members are confident enough, they may enter the E OPEN division.  The E JUNIOR division is for those members who feel that it is unfair to have to compete with much older children.
Regional Quiz Entry Information for Individuals:

· Entry fee for 2010 is $15 per member.  Deadline for club entries is February 13, 2010. A late charge of $10.00 will be applied to each entry received after February 13.  Submit Individual entries NOW to your Discipline Chair before Feb.11, as they must batch and issue club cheque. No entries will be accepted after March 15.

· Complete one Individual Entry form for each competitor. The forms can be filled out by hand, or completed on the computer and emailed to your Club Quiz Chair.  Sign the original and submit with your cheque.
· Parent or guardian volunteers:  Review the Volunteer Job Descriptions list and select three jobs you would be prepared to do during Quiz. Rate jobs in order of preference on Individual Entry form. Each entry must have at least one volunteer listed (there are lots of jobs to fill). 

· Submit entry form(s) and payment to your Quiz Branch Rep before Feb 11. Individual cheques are payable to your branch.
